1. Welcome and Introductions

2. Key issues for the Medicaid Buy-In programs that emerged during the call

The task force briefly reviewed the first conference call on October 31st, and began discussing a resource mapping project that would benefit collective state activities in asset development and financial literacy.  Key points of the discussion included:

a. Developing a resource that shows the development of progress in asset development, eg. stepping stones/building blocks that show asset development takes place over time—it is not a one-time endeavor.
b. Where is the task force going to begin?  

i. What do consumers and persons with disabilities want?  Should a focus group be developed in this area?

ii. What would a consumer survey like and what would be included?

iii. Do we need to explain how to meet consumers hopes and dreams?  Where is the task force in regards to working with asset development and individuals with disabilities?  There has been a lot of information in regards to low-income populations, but very little focused specifically on disability. 
c. Scope of resource mapping project

i. What is the right level for the resource mapping project?  Possible examples can be found from the Internal Revenue Services (IRS), the National Disability Institute (NDI), the World Institute on Disability (WID), etc…

ii. How can the project develop the links between the resources and ideas?
1. Connecting areas of need

2. Exemplary flow chart models

3. Topics to include: 

a. PASS plans

b. IDAs

c. Benefits Planning

i. Resource map of available materials and how to incorporate them into a benefits plan

d. Resource limits

e. Directories of information resources and brief descriptions

f. Lists of resources available

i. Concern that more than lists are needed, pros/cons of existing resources must also be described and shared

g. Potential impact on policy and policy planning

d. Developing a template that could guide state activities in resource mapping

i. What will the process be for identifying resources in asset development for persons with disabilities?  The identification of resources is not the only step, the process for bringing resources to the life of the individual is also important. 
ii. Template should incorporate federal and national projects, legislation, etc…

1. States could individualize templates for their project/planning needs

iii. Additional areas to incorporate would include:

1. Programs that support youth and asset development

2. Financial literacy and informed knowledge of available assets

a. Credit cards

b. Payday lending

c. Rent

d. Predatory lending

3. Consumer outreach protocol

4. Benefits planners

iv. Developing a notebook, or a welcome packet, that could be sent to everyone when they enter the program which would include asset development/financial literacy resources

e. What are effective ways to share what the task force learns in developing this project?
