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Summary Call Notes

1. Welcome and Introductions

2. Resource Mapping
The task force briefly reviewed the December 5, 2007 conference call, and the draft documents task force goals and purpose, and suggested speakers.  Changes were suggested to revise the goals statement, including partnership with the National Disability Institute, and including replicable models which states could utilize in asset development for people with disabilities.  

The task force sought clarification and consensus on the upcoming resource mapping project.  Areas which were discussed to incorporate within the resource map included:
· Listing the strengths and weaknesses of available resources

· Eg. Individual Development Accounts (IDAs)
· How assets are accumulated

· Accumulating assets above the account and matched portion
· Including a SWOT (Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunity, Threats) analysis

· Looking at how the resource map can become a policy tool or policy resource

· Who will use the resource map and who will receive the information? 

· The map needs to coordinate ideas and show where they will interface with each other

· The resource map could be used by first line workers, benefits planners, IDA project coordinators, and people who are designing programs

· Map should include current resources that states have, disregards, state limits that are available, which states have which accounts, what exactly is included within these different limits.
· Allen Jensen’s charts lay these out, and will be sent to the task force. 

· Interface of federal and state programs
· Asset development also needs to include working with families, keeping families in perspective, groups that are focused on low-income issues, and translating low-income issues for the disability community (layering the issues).  

Draft of resource mapping template

· Will include national and state levels
· Will include program description, available resources, and issues

· Tammy Amsbaugh will draft and forward to Kerry to send to task force members.

· Kerry will forward two reports with sample resource mapping initiatives, one from the Ohio MIG, and the second from the Finance Project.  

3. Next steps

The task force recommended the calls on tax policy and tax preparation be moved to the February and March conference calls, to utilize this information before the tax season.
