The Abilities Fund serves entrepreneurs with disabilities on a national level by offering business development services and access to capital.  In 2007, The Abilities Fund will launch a suite of online business development tools to guide entrepreneurs through the feasibility and planning stage.  A web-based loan program will accompany the tools to provide access to capital for entrepreneurs with disabilities.  
Online Tools Include:

· Informed Choices© – data collection tool to standardize client intake and gather pertinent information related to business concept, disability, financial situation, client preparedness, capitalization, and more

· Financial Literacy Training – basic financial planning for microenterprises

· Feasibility First© – researching the financial and market viability of a business venture
 
· Business Plan Development – interactive template with helpful resources and examples that allows clients to progress through each component of the business plan and enter narrative content as well as financial projection data

Access to Capital:
· Microending – loans ranging from $500 to $15,000 available July 2007 for entrepreneurs to start or expand a business venture

· Loan Guarantees – loan guarantees to maximize credit opportunity in DPN states
Business planning tools and the loan application will be available in alternative formats including hardcopy and electronic versions for clients without internet access.  As well, online tools will be 508 compliant to ensure accessibility.
